She wanted to know what happened to
the “Welcome to Steilacoom” art project, done by students, which was
located near the library. Answer: the stepping stones were returned to
Saltar’s Point Elementary School due to vandalism. She was also con-
cerned with speeding cars and safety on Starling Street between Fre-
drick and Pierce Streets.

Discussions are taking place with Councilmember Muri and the
Conservation and Futures Board regarding the property near
Havelock Court. It is up to the School District to provide an ap-
plication.

The Mayor has signed the documents for the Saltar’s property.
Good news regarding Bob Anderson. He is re-cuperating.

The Town has a franchise agreement with Rainier Communica-
tion Commission. There is work being done to produce another
channel for video on demand to possibly record all Council
meetings.

The Mayor, as of a week ago Thursday, is no longer the Presi-
dent of the Kiwanis Club.

Discussions are taking place regarding providing affordable
housing in Pierce County. The requirement for Steilacoom
would be 186 building units in the next several years.

The State budget will be down by $3-4 billion.

Conversations are taking place with DuPont, Lakewood and
University Place regarding ALS services. Moving to another fire
district would involve going to the public for a vote.

The Mayor recently had a discussion with the Port of Tacoma
and presented the Abitibi property.

More discussions will take place regarding the BPA decision.
Attorney Terry Mundorf will be present at the next Council meet-
ing.

Thanked Mr. Loveless and staff for the preparation of the budg-
et.

Town Administrator Loveless reported the following:

Pierce County food handlers class at Town Hall tomorrow night.
Labor negotiations with the Steilacoom Officers Association are
currently taking place.

Today the Steilacoom Garden Club planted 1,600 daffodil bulbs
throughout Town.

It was reported that the Apple Squeeze sold out of apples by
3:00 pm this last weekend.

Attorney Hoffman reported that new litigation has been filed. It in-
volves an appeal of a land use decision for a piece of property here in
Town. The preliminary hearing will take place on November 7.

The Chief and PSO John Derig attended training on Officer In-
volved Collision Prevention and Investigation Class. Training
will be implemented in 2009.

Officers will be at Steilacoom
schools to present a fire safety program.

Three weeks ago an accident involving a truck over an em-
bankment occurred. Two people were hospitalized.

A conditional employment offer was made to a candidate to fill
the final PSO opening.

Sharon Shimizu retired from the department on September 30"
after eleven years of service with the Town.

Brandy Lugo is Sharon’s replacement. She is doing very well in
the position.

A dangerous dog appeal in Town is forth coming.

All PSO cars have been installed with new cameras. The stan-
dard is that they are operational at all times or they are re-
paired.

Works Director Burlingame reported the following:

In regard to the BPA presentation, higher growth communities
are going to have to pay higher power rates in the future. The
impact on Steilacoom will be minimal.

On November 18™ Council will have the opportunity to formally
vote on the PBA contract.

The department is getting close to opening some bids on the
electrical improvement projects throughout Town. The Town is
looking at the possibility of not only replacing electrical cable
but with new technology we may be able to rehabilitate existing
cable.

Next week the Town’s internal electrical crew will replace cable
along Pierce Street.

The Balch Street culvert project was finished this week.

This week the crew has been busy replacing street lights
throughout Town. It helps if residents inform the crews of street
light outages.
